1958 He received a packet of BMS Literature and flag from Delhi. He took it as an
indication that he is to establish BMS work in Punjab.
1960 Elected Punjab State BMS president alongwith Shri Sukhnandan Singh ji

as State General Secretary.
Orgnised unions among Tanga, Riksha drivers, Hawkers etc.
In Paradise Housery Ludhiana, there was a successful 12 day strike, forced
a written agreement.
1963 Jagadhri Paper Mill Management booked 63 workers in false cases. They were
sent to jail. Bhaktji decided to be with the workers and remained in jail for about 5 months
He declined to accept the Punjab Govt conditional offer of releasing the workers and
recognising the BMS union in the Mill if Das Commission was set aside.
1965 Started union in Punjab National Bank
1966 Went on Indefinite Hunger Strike when NOBW office bearers in PNB were
transferred to far off places. After 5 days a successful written agreement was made
He contested/led movement against Bomb blast case in JCT Mill Phagwara in Oct. 1966.

1967 Led strike in B.G. Corporation Patiala.
1968 Led indefinite fast by Shri O.P. Aghi (1-15 Nov.) at Bhawani Cotton Textile Mill Abohar (Punjab)
1969 Elected General Secretary of Punjab State BMS.

Indefinite hunger strike for restoration of Ration Money to Civilian Employees of MES
Pathankot after 1965 war. All the demands were accepted after 7 days of hunger strike.
1972 Third BMS All India Conference (22-23 May Mumbai) passed a resolution that all
wage earners should be paid a minimum bonus of 8.33%. Soon after
Nagarpalika Karamchari Mahasangh (Municipal Employees Federation) of Amritsar
went on strike when the demand for 8.33% bonus was not accepted. The Police used
tear gas shells and opened fire to curb the strike. One employee "Jugal Kishore"
was killed in Police firing. The strike spread through out the state and the state govt
led by Giani Zail Singh as CM had to yield and pay bonus at 8.33% for the year
1972-73. Even the Muster roll employees got their share.
1974 Punjab Non-Gazetted Employees Organisation (PNGEO) was formed on March 14, 1974.
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EMERGENCY*8171L Indira Gandhi then Prime Minister of India declared Emergency on 25th June, 1975.

Rights of the people enshrined in the constitution were withdrawn. It applied to the

TU movement also. BMS decided to launch a countrywide struggle. Govt on its part
started arresting leaders in all walks of life. Bhaktji remained in Jail for 19 months.

Bhaktji was elected one of the National Secretaries of BMS in Jaipur All India Conference.
He was made incharge of Punjab, J&K, Himachal Pradesh and Chandigarh with
Headquarters at Jallandher.

During TU movement in Rice Mills of Kapurthala, the owners in convence with the Police
arrested Shri Kartar Singh Rathore under 307 and sent him to jail. A BMS delegation led
by Shri Bhaktji went to SSP Kapurthala on Jan 7, 1980 but refused to initiate talks
without Kartar Singh Rathore. The SSP arranged Kartar Singh Ji to be there. After hearing
Kartar Singh Ji it became clear that the charges were falsely framed. Bhaktji forced the
Police and the Mill Owners to withdraw the case.

He got voluntary retirement from the Bank. 2 years prior to his date of superannuation.

All India Conference at Calcutta changed his HQrs from Jallandhar to New Delhi with
additional responsibility of Resident Secretary.

VANPRASTHI

During Vardhman Mill movement at Ludhiana the police allowed BMS to hoist Flag at the
Gate. It was to be done by four workers only. When Bhaktji was told in Delhi he reached
BMS office at Ludhiana. The Police, cunningly arrested Kartar Singh Rathore and
resorted to Lathi Charge on the workers standing away from the scene. When Bhaktji came
to know of it, he rushed to the spot, started a dharna in the middle of the road, advised
the worker to stay away and remain peaceful. He too was arrested and sent to Jail. Next
day the police withdrew the case.

He was made the All India General Secretary, of BMS. He travelled far and wide and
strengthened the organisation.

He was elected the All India President of BMS. The BMS gained the top position during
this period.

PRACHARAK BHAKTJI

Bhaktji had thought of becoming a Vanprasthi Pracharak (Renouncing Hearth & Home)
when he was in Ferozepur Jail during emergency. He got himself relieved of all family
responsibilities and started working for BMS Day & Night.

From thereon I began respecting him more and more.

Another occasion was the Haryana State BMS Conference. Both of us attended it. But during his
speech unfortunately, 1 had to prepare my speech. Iwas in the adjoining room. More interested in hearing
his speech, than in preparing mine. | listened to him. His voice was full of emotions and clear. | admired
him more and more and when we met next, Itold him what Ifelt about his speech.

Many of our Karyakartas may know that he had close contact with Shri P. A. Sangma, then Minister
for Labour. He could at any time meet him even without prior permission. | should also at this point reveal
that Sangma was a hard smoker. On one such occasion, quietly and calmly Bhaktji told him "Please give
up smoking, it will help you to achieve better things. From that moment Sangma gave up smoking.

His argument with the officials or even with Minister was straight and convincing and he rarely
came back empty handed.

Many Many years after we decided to have a kitchen where Tea, Meals would be prepared and
served for Karyakartas staying there. Somebody raised a question what about cleaning the vessels ? Pat
came a suggestion, those who take food should naturally clean their vessels and kitchen boys should do
take up the responsibility of other vessels.

He has guided me to visit
the ministers, departmental secretaries and desk officers to get the problems of unions and individual
workers from far and wide solved. Inside his rough exterior there was a soft and kind heart. He also
used to take my help to prepare papers for seminars and also to correct the various memoranda which
he was to submit to the government.

The big room to the left of the first floor of the central office was his office-cum-bedroom. It is
empty now ! When | was elected working president of BMS in October 1996. Bhaktji requested me to
occupy his big room. | refused ! I dared not sit in the chair where that great man was sitting ! That was
Bhaktji's room and it will be that for ever, whoever occupies that in future. But none can do even atenth of
the work which he was doing from there inspite of his ailing health.

Despite the softness of his heart, his old militancy (when he was fighting, the days of partition of
the country) would come back with all force when he sees any injustice being done to the worker either
by the government orthe employer!That has to be seen to be believed!

His honest character does not allow any hypocracy to enter his heart. He is always straight. And
so, he spent his last drop of sweat and blood for the cause of the worker, for BMS and for the nation.
